6. Search for Add On (Blood Sciences) in the search bar and select
7. The Order Form will appear
8. Right click and paste in the first field to input the accession number.

9. Complete the rest of the mandatory fields as required

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10. Click Sign
11. The add on will show in the requests/meds/careplans tab with a status of collected
12. The lab staff will then receive this request and decide whether it should be accepted or rejected.
13. The lab will message the requestor if an Add on test request is rejected.
