All staff must complete training, and be deemed competent, prior to undertaking an ID Now test. A personalised log-in code will be issued to each user to allow access to the Abbott ID Now analyser. This log in code must not be shared as it is required for traceability of results. 

Trainers must ensure that the ID Now operator is trained and competent in each of the below steps, understands the clinical context in which a rapid test should be utilised, how to interpret or action results, and how to escalate any concerns with the platform. 

This booklet must be signed and dated by both the trainer and trainee. Training records should be stored by the individual. The POCT team need to be given a copy of the training record which will be available for review if required.
